What role does wind play in Australia's Energy Strategy?

Wind power plays a role in Australia’s broader energy strategy. The Australian
Government’s Powering Australia plan aims to create jobs, manage energy
costs, and support emissions reduction efforts by increasing the use of
renewable energy. The government has set emissions reduction targets of
43% by 2030 and net zero by 2050. 

How are wind energy farms Transforming Australia?

Wind energy farms in Australia are transforming the country’s power grid,
economy, and environmental outlook—ushering in a new era of clean,
sustainable energy. 

How many wind farms are there in Australia?

This energy type is one of Australia’s main sources of renewable energy,
generating enough electricity to meet 7.1 per cent of the nation’s total
electricity demand. At the end of 2018, there were 94 wind farms in Australia,
delivering nearly 16 GW of wind generation capacity. 

How does wind energy impact the environment in Australia?

Wind energy farms in Australia are also making a substantial environmental
impact. According to the Clean Energy Regulator, wind power helped avoid
more than 15 million tonnes of carbon dioxide emissions in 2023 alone. These
reductions are essential in meeting both state-level and national climate
commitments.

Wind energy is a key part of the state’s energy mix and is supported under
the government's Renewable Energy Action Plan. Wind farms promote
investment and growth in regional NSW. Plus, they’re a cost-effective, non-
rainfall dependent income stream for farming communities.
