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Overview

For solar-plus-storage—the pairing of solar photovoltaic (PV) and energy
storage technologies—NREL researchers study and quantify the unique
economic and grid benefits reaped by distributed and utility-scale systems.

There are now 255 gigawatts direct-current of solar capacity installed
nationwide, enough to power over 43 million homes. In the last decade, solar
deployments have experienced an average annual growth rate of 28%.
