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Overview

Between early 2023 and late 2024, prequalified FCR-D capacity surged from
under 10 MW to around 600 MW, a dramatic increase. However, as total
demand for FCR-D remains below 550 MW and is not expected to rise, the
market became saturated in 2024, leading to a significant drop in FCR-D.

Sweden has traditionally lagged behind continental Europe in Battery Energy
Storage Systems (BESS) growth, but recent developments have propelled
rapid expansion. Until 2022, only a few projects were launched, mainly
supported by subsidies and specific storage needs. 

How will Sweden's accelerating industrial electrification affect electricity
demand?

Sweden's accelerating industrial electrification, which could double electricity
demand over the next 20 years—from 140 TWh to over 250 TWh annually.
Growing adoption of co-located BESS with wind and solar parks to enhance
grid stability and optimise energy output. 

How much energy does Sweden use in total in 2021?

In 2021, Sweden's total energy consumption from bioenergy surpassed 150
terawatt hours. This energy is primarily used for heating, both in direct and
district heating. The total energy consumption in Sweden in 2021 was
significant, with a renewable energy share in heating and cooling reaching
over 68 percent. 

What energy sources does Sweden use?

Sweden has a diverse mix of energy sources. Domestically, it relies on
hydropower, wind, and biomass. However, it imports fossil fuels like oil,
natural gas, nuclear fuels, and a portion of biofuels from other countries . Fig.
