Overview

Can a mobile radio be combined with a base station Radio?

As with portable radios, mobile radios may be combined into a radio
communication system with other portable, mobile, and base station radios. A
base (or fixed) station radio also contains a transmitter and a receiver. 

What is a mobile base station?

A mobile base station, also called a base transceiver station (BTS), is a fixed
radio transceiver in any mobile communication network or wide area network
(WAN). The base station connects mobile devices to the network and routes
them to other terminals in the network or to the core network of a mobile
operator.

What is a base station Radio?

A base (or fixed) station radio also contains a transmitter and a receiver. The
radio is powered by an external electrical system (typically 110 V ac) and is
connected to an antenna located tens to hundreds of feet away, typically on
top of a building or on a tower. 

What is APX transportable base station?

The “mouse-hole” exit for a power cable allows for covert closed case
operations.
