What is a smart grid & how does it work?

1. Energy Generation. A hybrid of traditional and renewable energy resources
powers the smart grid. 2. Energy Delivery. Power transmission and distribution
infrastructure connect multiple energy sources with customers. We're using
real-time monitoring to manage and forecast customers’ constantly shifting
energy needs.

Should energy storage be included in the electric grid?

Integrating storage in the electric grid, especially in areas with high energy
demand, will allow clean energy to be available when and where it is most
needed. As New York continues to invest and build a cleaner grid, energy
storage will allow us to use existing resources more efficiently and phase out
the dirtiest power plants.

How will energy storage affect New York's energy grid?

In June 2024, New York’s Public Service Commission expanded the goal to
6,000 MW by 2030. Storage will increase the resilience and efficiency of New
York’s grid, which will be 100% carbon-free electricity by 2040. Additionally,
energy storage can stabilize supply during peak electric usage and help keep
critical systems online during an outage.

What does the energy storage industry do?

The energy storage industry plays a crucial role in managing the supply and
demand of electricity generated from renewable sources. It involves
companies that develop technologies to store energy for later use, enhancing
grid reliability and efficiency.

What are energy storage rules?

The Rules would formally adopt modified versions of various national
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standards to be applied to the design and use of Energy Storage Systems
(ESS), including NFPA 855 and UL 9540/A, and would update the Construction

Codes to address indoor ESS installations in line with the requirements of the
NYC Fire Code.
