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Overview

What percentage of Tunisia's electricity is renewable?

In 2022, only 3% of Tunisia’s electricity is generated from renewables,
including hydroelectric, solar, and wind energy. While STEG continues to resist
private investment in the sector, Parliament’s 2015 energy law encourages
IPPs in renewable energy technologies. 

How Teri support Tunisia's energy sector?

The multi-year support to Tunisia’s energy sector, particularly to increase
renewable energy generation, has been financed by both the TERI Anchor
Trust Fund and the Compact with Africa Trust Fund – an associated Trust Fund
to the TERI Umbrella program. 

What are Tunisia's energy projects?

One third of the projects will be for wind farms and two thirds for solar
photovoltaics. Tunisia’s national grid is connected to those of Algeria and
Libya which together helped supply about 12% of Tunisia’s power
consumption in the first half of 2023. 

How will the transition of the energy sector impact Tunisia?

The planned transition of the energy sector would also lead to more economic
opportunities and private sector-led job creation. The Government of Tunisia
(GoT) has embarked on an ambitious path to increase its renewable energy
production. 

What is the energy sector in Tunisia?

The sector also offers opportunities for possible Build-Own-Operate (BOO) or
Build-Operate-Transfer (BOT) projects. Much of Tunisia’s electricity production
comes from gas turbines. Major players in this sector include General Electric
(USA), Mitsubishi (Japan), Ansaldo (Italy), and Siemens (Germany). 
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Does Tunisia have natural gas?

In addition to local gas production, Tunisia receives natural gas as a royalty on
the Algerian Transmed gas pipeline crossing Tunisia to Italy. In 2022, only 3%
of Tunisia’s electricity is generated from renewables, including hydroelectric,
solar, and wind energy.
