Does Tunisia rely on gas?

Tunisia mostly relies on gas imports to meet its primary energy needs: almost
97% of its electricity generation came from gas in 2016. However, energy
policy puts the emphasis on renewable energy. Electricity generation from
wind power strongly increased.

What are Tunisia's energy projects?

One third of the projects will be for wind farms and two thirds for solar
photovoltaics. Tunisia’s national grid is connected to those of Algeria and
Libya which together helped supply about 12% of Tunisia’s power
consumption in the first half of 2023.

Does Tunisia have a power grid?

Tunisia’s national grid is connected to those of Algeria and Libya which
together helped supply about 12% of Tunisia’s power consumption in the first
half of 2023. Moreover, in August 2023, Tunisia’s sub-sea connection project
with Italy, called ELMED, was approved for $337 million funding from the
European Commission.

What percentage of Tunisia's electricity is renewable?

In 2022, only 3% of Tunisia’s electricity is generated from renewables,
including hydroelectric, solar, and wind energy. While STEG continues to resist
private investment in the sector, Parliament’s 2015 energy law encourages
IPPs in renewable energy technologies.

What is the energy sector in Tunisia?
The sector also offers opportunities for possible Build-Own-Operate (BOO) or
Build-Operate-Transfer (BOT) projects. Much of Tunisia’s electricity production

comes from gas turbines. Major players in this sector include General Electric
(USA), Mitsubishi (Japan), Ansaldo (Italy), and Siemens (Germany).

In 2024, the GOT is also expected to launch a tender for the construction of at
least one 470-550 MW combined-cycle power plant in Skhira (south Tunisia) as
an IPP. In May 2018, the Ministry of Energy and Mines published a call for
private projects to build renewable power plants with a total capacity of 1,000
MW (500 MW wind and 500 MW solar).
