These new photovoltaic installations build on the foundation laid over fifteen
years ago when 2,500 solar panels were installed on the Paul VI Audience Hall,
making it one of the largest solar-powered buildings in Rome. In addition to
harnessing solar power, the Vatican is also making strides in promoting
electric mobility.
